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In 2008, The Arc of Frederick County celebrates its 50™
anniversary. It is an occasion of much happiness and pride in
the changes that have happened in Frederick County for people
with developmental disabilities and their families during this
half-century. It was started and continues to be led by families
and their family members with disabilities.

This anniversary is a time of remembrance. Events in
four families have brought this to mind in a sad way these past
few weeks. Betty Ann Ramsburg, Charlie Glick, Virginia Vasold,
Alex Keepers and Ashley Ramsburg have all died during this
time. They were all members of families who have been very
involved in the history of The Arc and in my time at The Arc.

Betty Ann Ramsburg was the daughter of J.R. and
Norma Ramsburg. l.R. was a President of The Arc in the early
days and has always remained connected as a strong supporter
in many ways, including helping us raise monies such as a
million dollar Endowment that was largely his undertaking.
Charlotte Glick has shared many stories with me about how
J.R. quietly took care of things The Arc needed during those
early times when it was all volunteers creating the needed
programs. He also has been there to give me advice when I
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I met John Keepers shortly after I started at The Arc in 1979,
He was active in the Knights of Columbus, providing The Arc with contri-
butions that helped us stay afloat. John and his family have continued
to be active supporters, always there when The Arc needed help, always
raising money for us in many, many creative ways such as having Union
Bridge donate to The Arc when he put up their Christmas decorations
every year. We were lucky enough to meet his granddaughter, Ashiey
Ramsburg and know her during her short but full life. Her uncle Alex
Keepers helped her, providing care for her on a regular basis, always
there to help as a loving family member when asked, I am glad to have
known the Keepers these many years.

Virginia Vasold was involved as a volunteer, speaking to schools,
community groups, the media and legislators about people with devel-
opmental disabilities and the support they need and want. She helped
people understand what it was like to have a disability and still live a
great life. Virginia wrote a book about her experiences as part of her
effort to help people understand this. Although busy with her job at
Wells Fargo, Virginia also was involved as a founding member of
Working Together and served on The Arc’s Program Advisory Commit-
tee. I thank Virginia for all she taught us about generosity.

One of our Support Coordinators at The Arc remembers being a
Boy Scout in the troop that Charlie Glick led, He remembers how
Charlie included boys with disabilities in the troop during times when
people with disabilities were typically not part of such community
activities. What Charlie did not know at the time was that he became a
troop leader precisely so that this could happen. Charlie was his son
David's role model, an excellent role model. I thank the Glicks for
always pushing The Arc and everyone else in Frederick County forward
to make sure we always remembered that cur job at The Arc was to
listen well and challenge the system of services to give people and their
families what they asked for rather than telling them how it had to be.

All four families, all five people who we have lost these past
weeks leave a tremendous legacy for the future for all people with
developmental disabilities. Not only did they love their family members
deeply, they shared this love through their great works for The Arc of
Frederick County.

I thank them for this. The greater Frederick community is sad-
der without them, but richer because they lived here.
