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Adult Education classes are offered as a partnership
between The Arc of Frederick County and Frederick
County Public Schools. The class typically meets on
Mondays from 3:30 PM—5:00 PM and usually consists of
two sessions per year, one in the fall and one in the spring.
Each session runs for eight to ten weeks. The classes
touch on both academic and independent living skills.
Classes have focused on reading, writing, math, money,
computer and communication skills. The class also incor-
porates community awareness while integrating the previ-
ously mentioned skills. In addition, featured speakers

have done presentations on various independent living
skills.
